The Physical Wrath of Humans

o 15:15 Releasing Barabbas, Pilate had Jesus flogged- what this little word really means
e v 30-32 People hurled insults once He was crucified, saying He was a weakling

But this wrath of humans pales in comparison to the wrath of God...
e Beginning Mark 14:32 (also Romans 5)
0 Jesus takes the cup of our rebellion from God
0 Jesus’ last words are the most frightening: “My God, My God, why have you forsaken
me?” -- this is Jesus feeling God’s wrath
e v38 Curtain of temple torn — what has been a barrier between you and God (ie. sin) is now
destroyed

o Jesus tells the Marys to tell everyone this joyous news, that the body is gone and Jesus is risen.
o0 Christians: are we doing this? Are we treating him like the risen King and telling

everyone?
Mark 1: 11 Baptism Mentioning Jesus as the son (of
Mark 1:7 Transfiguration God, we assume)
